Megan May (WDQ)

° Munro Sports Ground upgrade, including annual costs to complete Phase 2
completion date to be 4 March 2022 and will result in flat grassed area size of 3 full
size fields. Future funding is allocated for carparking, lighting, toilets with change
facilities, storage and shelter. Dependent on community consultation to be completed
by November to get into this year's costings from WDC. Kris Hines asked how
community feedback would work and its delivery. Nick Johnson (WDC) said good
feasibility study is critical regarding funding.
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o Public toilets replacement - Standardised design across the district being created
as separate individual units. This means that they can be uplifted and moved if required
in the future. $350,000 in current year budget and completion is to be March 2022.

° Pokeno Domain and Tennis Courts - $150,000 dedicated to court renewal,
railing on building decking (fall risk), replace hurricane fencing, pavilion to be reclad.
Marking will be tennis, probably netball, basketball, maybe football and hockey.
Consultants to confirm possibilities/space.

J Ownership of the clubrooms (Incorporated Society) will determine how much
WDC can spend on upgrade of buildings and will need extra fundraising. Carpark
design completed and works should be undertaken in next few months dependent on
weather. Looking at diagonal parking on Avon Road as well.

o Discussion on skatepark site, cost, fundraising - removal of dog park to next door
paddock may be an option. $486,25| budgeted for year three of current LTP. It was
suggested that double this amount will be needed to complete project. Further
discussion with PCC to be undertaken. It was felt that skatepark should be more
centrally located due to lack of connectivity between Avon and main Pokeno
township.

J Discussion on fundraising - how fundraising should be undertaken.
0 Bulk location feasibility study is essential to include Avon Road, Market Street,
Totara Park etc.

0  Also confirmed inorganic collection has been cancelled after this year and public
will be encouraged to take their rubbish to the new recycling centre being built

in Bolland Road, Tuakau which will be ready by time next inorganic collection is
scheduled.

As discussed at the meeting, the majority of those
that failed to meet the level of service was due
to the current high activity levels and challenged
staff resource levels in certain areas. We also
identified some had been completed on time but
recorded at a subsequent date. This will be
addressed.
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COMMUNITY PROJECTS TEAM UPDATE (As at 20 August 2021)

Parks - Munro Road Sports Park

Contract 20/068 has been awarded to Gleeson Civil Limited. The contract documents have
been signed and the contract pre-start meeting held. The Fish Management Plan has been
submitted to the Regional Council.

Sediment and Erosion Control plans are being developed, and an Iwi blessing is scheduled for
the 7 September. Work is planned to commence Monday, 4 October 202| and is expected
to take |16 weeks. All works are to be completed by 4 March 2022.

Cemeteries - Whangarata Cemetery Development (Watermain Repair)
The site disestablishment and removal of sediment and erosion controls is complete.

Three quotes have been received and evaluated and a Preferred contractor selected.

In the coming weeks we expect to complete sign-off on the tender report, and will have the
Contractor submit pre-construction documentation.

Works are planned to commence mid-September.

Pokeno Toilet Replacement
The detailed design for the standard toilet layouts are complete. Drawings are being finalised
for community consultation in selecting design and colours.

The Registration of Interests (ROI) evaluations are complete. Tender contracts are being
written for both the toilet fabrications, and the separate installation/connection contracts.

Consultation with the key stakeholders at each of the toilet locations can now get underway
to confirm location and layout, the communities preferred roofing option (flat or 30 degree
pitch), external cladding option, and colour.

Pokeno Main Street Upgrade
Consultation will be undertaken through the Community Committee during design, and into
construction.

Roading Design Works
Design will get underway for the roading works planned in the next few years, including:
e Pokeno Rd — Bridge to Munro Rd Corridor Upgrade
e Munro Rd / Pokeno Rd Intersection — this is the scheme design phase.
e Great South Road / Pokeno Rd Intersection
e Helenslee Rd — Munro Rd to SHI Interchange
¢ Munro Rd One Lane Bridge (construction currently scheduled for 2024/25)

Designs will be provided for review as they develop.

Culvert Works
Culvert upgrades are scheduled for this summer construction season on Munro Rd (aligns
with new stream alignment), and Ford Rd.
