Woatercare, on behalf of Waikato District Council, delivered 5 tankers of
water on Monday 10 February and again on Monday 17 February. Each
tanker carries around |6 cube (16,000L) of water. This was needed
because demand was higher than what was coming into the reservoir. If we
didn’t top up the reservoir, and the request to conserve water had not
gone out, there was a high risk of the township running out of water. The
photo in the Facebook post was taken by a Watercare staff member
standing on top of the reservoir.
