Three Waters Service Delivery Reform/Stimulus Programme 
Agenda Item 4.1 

The report was taken as read.  The Special Infrastructure Projects Manager, supported by 
the Chief Executive, noted the following matters: 
 

• Council had spoken to Crown Infrastructure Partners and were confident of 
receiving funds towards the waters reform. 

 
• Te Kauwhata Wastewater Treatment Plant project – a clarifier had been installed to 

address compliance issues and increase efficiency of the plant.  The clarifier would be 
an interim solution. 

 
• Projects put forward for funding must meet the required timeframe and would need 

to commence by 31 March 2021 and be completed by March 2022.  Projects that 
would require a consent would not be included as timeframes might not be met. 

 
• Huntly Wastewater Treatment Plant electricity upgrade was required to enable 

growth and address enabling work and compliance issues. 
 

• To recover costs, an invoicing process and swipe cards would be put in place for 
water tankers.  Tanker filling stations would be located at Pokeno, Te Kauwhata and 
Ngaruawahia.  

 
• Projects had been prioritised on cost, urgency and relative risk. 

 
• Recent work carried out at the Raglan plant had improved compliance. 

 
• Effect of king tides on the Raglan plant had been addressed by Watercare.
