The Aarts are interested in all issues relating to the appropriateness (or otherwise)
of applying the General Residential Zone to the HDL land in light of the statutory
requirements for determining the appropriate zoning of land as set out in
paragraphs 7 and 8 of the HDL Appeal and, to the extent they are relevant to the

HDL land, paragraphs 7 and 8 of the Aarts Appeal.

To the extent that the matters set out in paragraph 8 of the HDL Appeal are relevant
and appropriate matters for determining whether land in the Tuakau area is

appropriate for residential zoning, the Aarts support the relief sought.
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7. The Aarts agree to participate in mediation or other alternative dispute resolution

of the proceedings.
