(1) Buildings and activities within the _ are designed,

(i) 5m from the designated boundary of
the railway corridor;

(i) 15m from the boundary of a national
route or regional arterial;

(iii) 25m from the designated boundary of
the Waikato Expressway;

(iv) 300m from the edge of oxidation
ponds that are part of a municipal
wastewater treatment facility on
another site; and

(v) 30m from a municipal wastewater
treatment facility where the
treatment process is fully enclosed.
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
